My original goal for this semester was to build a portfolio that would help me later on in life when I am applying for jobs at video game studios.  I also wanted to start working with water colors.
I am very happy with the five larger oil pieces that I made.  I think they will make a very nice addition to my portfolio.  The portraits of Devon and Katie demonstrate the development of what I think is a very interesting style with a painterly quality.  I plan on continuing to work with the human figure in this style until I have perfected my coloring techniques.  The paintings of the Magician’s Apprentice and Parasitic squid show off some very nice contour definitions of the elongated figure.  I think my favorite piece I did this semester is my painting of the scary town.  I think it is able to convey lots of detail for normally rigid structures even though it is done with very loose and organic lines.
I am not as happy with how my water color work has gone.  The majority of the work is more or less practice or seems like watercolor sketches, none of them have a very finished quality to them.  I think I made a few nice character designs, a painting with a nice background, and a monster that is pretty neat but not very well colored.  Overall I really enjoy working with watercolors but still need to work on improving my skill with them.  I have gotten all the fun and excitement out of my system to work with them… I think I now need to get serious and start doing some more mundane practices.  My future plan for water colors is to start doing simple still life’s to train myself more formally.  I think I also need to start thinking of water coloring more like working with oils.  Where I work on one layer of the painting, take a break for a while and let everything dry and then come back and add a new layer.
